“Christ...purifies [our] conscience from dead works [in order] to serve God.”
The forgiveness of our sins is manifested in the fact that our Lord con-
tinues to provide us with opportunities to serve according to His Will.
St. John of Kronstadt once said, “The very essence of a person is the Image
of God. This remains in a person despite every disfigurement.” (My Life in
Christ, pg. 254).

Today’s Gospel passage is indeed related to the life of St. Mary of
Egypt, because her life-long effort in repentance for her sins serves as
an example of having had spiritual disfigurement due to sin, yet hav-
ing been restored as she turned to Christ our God. In today’s Gospel
passage, we learn the meaning of “turning to Christ our God.” It
means to drink the cup that Jesus drinks and be to baptized in the bap-
tism in which He is baptized. Repentance is the starting point for the
Sacraments of Holy Baptism and Holy Confession. A life-style of re-
pentance lies behind our participation in the Sacrament of Holy Com-
munion. When the priest St. Sozima went to offer St. Mary Holy Com-
munion, he found her actually walking on water as an angel of God
and in imitation of Christ Himself, thus illustrating her restored Divine
dignity. |

Truth be told, every saint was a sinner at some level. In repentance for
her many sins, St. Mary departed into the desert in order to find Christ
our God. In this, she serves to remind us that life in this world is for
each of us always a matter of living in some kind of “desert.” No mat-
ter where we are and who we are with, there are times when we know
that we stand alone in our own private “desert,” which is that place in
which we can be either lonely or simply alone. We can choose to feel
lonely, dwelling on regrets with self-pity and/or being just bored and
captivated by our fears, anger or bitterness, or we can be alone in peace,
seeking Christ our God in prayer without distractions.

Let us ask our Lord for forgiveness and strength in the face of tempta-
tions. Let us ask for Divine guidance as we each embark on the road of
repentance -- a road that can never be a lonely one, since we walk it
with Christ. Only in this way can we be empowered to do good deeds
of charity to God’s glory, having been baptized in the Baptism of
Christ and partaking of the Body and Blood of the One True High
Priest, Who is Christ God Himself.
