tions, less stress, and more peace in union with Christ. St. John Chrys-
ostom wrote that it is easy to abandon worldly cares when we consid-
er the wealth of God’s Kingdom. If we were to suppose the moun-
tains; the earth and the sea to all be gold, we would have nothing
compared to the wealth of the Kingdom of Heaven, which is attained
by God’s grace and our love toward our neighbor. (See Nicene-Post
Nicene Fathers, Vol. 10, “Homily on the Gospel of St. Matthew.”) Final-
ly, St. Paul, in his Epistle to the Philippians, wrote: “But whatever were
gains to me I now consider loss for the sake of Christ.” (Philippians 3:7).
Such awareness comes from three factors: our own personal Free Will;
our efforts in guiding our Free Will toward prayer for our Savior’s
Wisdom, and, finally, the Grace of our Lord, which is a Gift in answer
to our prayers.

Awareness of God is vital in order to live our lives wisely. Awareness
of God allows us to be aware of ourselves -- i.e., to continue in behav-
ing according to God'’s love, but to also correct our failings when we
do not show God’s love to others. Such awareness presses us to con-
stantly seek to improve ourselves spiritually, while avoiding the
temptations to condemn others. Knowing that the Kingdom of Heav-
en is infinitely a greater paradise than anything on earth, we turn to
our Savior to learn how we can best take care of ourselves so that we
can care for others and also give glory to Christ our True God.

Living according to such awareness of our relationship with Christ
God is the gateway to making our lives in this present life a prelude
to the Eternal Life in God’s Kingdom.
