do not torment me." For he had commanded
the unclean spirit to come out of the man. (For
many a time it had seized him; he was kept
under guard, and bound with chains and
fetters, but he broke the bonds and was driven
by the demon into the desert.) Jesus then
asked him, "What is your name?" And he said,
"Legion"; for many demons had entered him.
And they begged him not to command them to
depart into the abyss. Now a large herd of
swine was feeding there on the hillside; and
they begged him to let them enter these. So he
gave them leave. Then the demons came out
of the man and entered the swine, and the
herd rushed down the steep bank into the lake
and were drowned. When the herdsmen saw
what happened, they fled, and told it in the city
and in the country. Then people went out to
see what had happened, and they came to Je-
sus, and found the man from whom the de-
mons had gone, sitting at the feet of Jesus,
clothed and in his right mind; and they were
afraid. And those who had seen it told them
how he who had been possessed with demons
was healed. Then all the people of the sur-
rounding country of the Gadarenes asked him
to depart from them; for they were seized with
great fear; so he got into the boat and re-
turned.

HOW DOES SATAN DECEIVE US?
In today’s Gospel, we heard that Christ drove out demons from a man, who said is name was “Legion,” for
many demons had gained possession of him. How can such a thing happen? The Orthodox Christian spir-
itual guide for many of our brother Orthodox faithful in Romania, Elder Cleopa, wrote a book (available on
Kindle), entitled, “How Does Satan Deceive People?” It is similar to C.S: Lewis’, The Screwtape Letters.

There are two underlying themes here: 1) Satan tricks us into believing that there is no such thing as sin --
that we are entitled to do things contrary to God’s love. Even if we do believe that we commit any sins, Sa-
tan dupes us into believing that they are of no real consequence. As a result, so-called “little sins” add up to
form personality traits -- habits that become engrained into our souls, making us do things as part of our
“second nature.” 2) He convinces us that there is no need to confess our sins and seek the Prayers of For-
giveness, which are read by the priest. But, by not seeking forgiveness and God’s wisdom through prayer,
oddly, Satan torments us with feelings of guilt and unworthiness. In such a state, we can fall into despair
and even revolt against God. For many, drugs and alcohol help to “escape” such despair until they take
hold in the form of addiction.

This is how we can find ourselves possessed by Satan, even though it is not as dramatic as in the case of
“Legion.” Let us turn to Christ our God Who is eager to forgive us and Who is ready and more than able to
help us throughout our lives by expelling our demons, purifying our souls, and granting us His Wisdom.

Come and let us all, and with sacred hymns magnify lakovos, the first-enthroned luminary of the Church...
(Ode 9)

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

This year, on the Sunday that we will celebrate the National Leadership 100 Sunday, we have the
special blessing of commemorating the Feastday of the visionary hierarch whose dream it was to
have a permanent endowment for Orthodoxy and Hellenism for our Archdiocese - the ever-
memorable Archbishop Iakovos, the longest serving Archbishop of the Greek Orthodox Archdiocese
of America.

Like his namesake St. Takovos, the Brother of God and First Bishop of Jerusalem, Archbishop
Takovos knew that “faith without works is dead” (James 2:26). He also knew the truth of the prov-
erb: “Blessed is he who plants trees under whose shade he will never sit.”
