GOSPEL - St. Matthew 21:33-42   

The Lord said this parable, "There was a 
householder who planted a vineyard, and set a 
hedge around it, and dug a wine press in it, 
and built a tower, and let it out to tenants, and 
went into another country. When the season 
of fruit drew near, he sent his servants to the 
tenants, to get his fruit; and the tenants took 
his servants and beat one, killed another, and 
stoned another. Again he sent other servants, 
more than the first; and they did the same to 
them. Afterward he sent his son to them, say-
ing 'They will respect my son.' But when the 
tenants saw the son, they said to themselves, 
'This is the heir; come, let us kill him and have 
his inheritance.' And they took him and cast 
him out of the vineyard and killed him. When 
therefore the owner of the vineyard comes, 
what will he do to those tenants?" They said to 
him, "He will put those wretches to a misera-
ble death, and let out the vineyard to other 
tenants who will give him the fruits in their 
seasons." Jesus said to them, "Have you never 
read in the scriptures: 'The very stone which 
the builders rejected has become the head of 
the corner; this was the Lord's doing, and it 
was marvelous in our eyes?'"    



TENDING THE VINEYARD 
Many of our Orthodox Christian saints speak about the “vineyard of our soul,” from which spiritual 
fruits are produced. In today’s passage from his First Epistle to the Corinthians, St. Paul mentions 
“watchfulness over our faith,” and being courageous and strong — and doing so with love. In Galatians 5: 
22-23, he defines the fruits of the Spirit as being , love, peace, forbearance, kindness, faithfulness, and self-
control. Such fruits, coming from within us are to be offered to God and others. In doing this, we find 
ourselves tending to a larger vineyard — the vineyard of our Lord’s Holy Church.  

Unfortunately, we live in times when many people consider such fruits of the soul as watchfulness, 
courage, forbearance, kindness and self-control as weaknesses, or simply “out of date.” It almost seems 
normal to live with the fear of violence that erupts due to the ever-so-common feelings of hate, unrest, 
impatience, rudeness and self-absorption that serve as evidence of “persecuting” Christ our God by 
casting Him out of the vineyard of our hearts and souls, ignoring His love and mocking His humility. 
Our Church today is faced with the challenge of inspiring the very idea of repentance to a world in 
which people rarely even acknowledge that there are any sins anymore, and we ourselves —Orthodox 
Christians — are also some of those among them. 

Let’s not keep our Savior “in our corner” just for “good luck.” He wants us to follow Him, rather than 
casting Him out of our vineyard, which means that we love one another as our Lord loves us. As 
Christ God forgives us, we forgive ourselves and others; as Christ resisted temptation, we fight against 
temptations, and by doing so, we avoid evil and give glory to God in our every day way of life.

She has been my right hand in planning lessons, 

ordering supplies, lunch setup, cleanup etc.  The children love her knowledge especially of the bible, the saints 

and is always eager to help out anywhere! Julia Hays and Emily Kayalogou are a tremendous gift to our class 

group in energetically keeping the lessons and projects in order and moving along while encouraging 

discussions. Much needed for this age group!  We are blessed to have you also!
